· Submit a typed, double-spaced essay of no more than 250 words on why it would be beneficial for you to attend this Conference.
Additional Requirements
· Grant recipients will be required submit a headshot and to write two blog posts about their experience and observations at the Conference for the PRSSA newspaper and the PRSA Foundation website. 

· Additionally, students will be required to offer a meeting or luncheon on their campus to discuss some of the learnings from the Conference. This should take place before Dec. 30, 2023.
